The East End is the poorest district of London. There are a lot of factorics,
workshops and docks there.

Defoe
wrote a lot: he published more than 250 works. Besides being a writer Defoe was a
Journalist and he edited the newspaper «The reviewer» during 9 years.

«Robinson Crusoe» is a story of a sailor who got to a desert island after a
shipwreck. The author tells us how Robinson lives there for a very long time, how
he learns to live alone, to find and cook food, to keep count of time and so on.
Some time later he meets a man whom he names Friday and who becomes his
friend. Robinson Crusoe is clever, energetic, courageous and hard-working, and
these features help him to survive alone in the desert island.

The novel is very in interesting, and I liked it very much. I can characterize it
as interesting, exciting, adventurous, simple to read, and giving a lot of interesting
information.

I’m lucky to work in the London Zoo, and I work with one of the most beautiful
birds in the world — with the flamingo. Today we have two flamingos in our Zoo,
but I hope that next season we’ll manage to help them to bring into the world at
least one more bird.

Flamingos are very beautiful big bright pink bizds. Their name comes from the
Greek word «flamo» which means «fire». Their beak is very interesting: it has a
filtering system that helps the bird to filter the food from the silt. Flamingos eat
small shellfish, moiluscs and algae. Besides, the birds use their beak to help
themselves rise, as their legs are very long and it isn’t easy for them to stand up.

The height of flamingos can be up to a meter and a half, and they can weigh
about 4-4.5 kilogrammes.

The flamingo belongs to endangered animals and really needs people’s care
and protection.
